The Process 
Start by attending an info session or contacting DOL.  You will need to complete an application and will be assigned to a 
workforce counselor at DOL.  The counselor will evaluate each potential student on a case-by-case basis and make a 
recommendation to the committee.  The committee decides whether or not to fund the training based on your 
experience and whether this particular training is appropriate for you and will make you more employable.   
 
Eco Edge is an approved provider for training and education as well as registered with the Idaho State Board of 
Education.  In the system, the school name is Eco Edge and the program name is Sustainable Building Design, 
Construction and Operation. 
 
If you are approved for funding, then your workforce counselor will issue a voucher that needs to be signed by Eco Edge.  
The signed voucher is returned to DOL to process payment.  For the 2009/2010 school year, there were five students 
approved for full tuition by DOL through the WIA Program.
